	CONTROL MEASURES

	Qualifications

· Operators of E.W.Ps 11 meters or under to have competency training as recognised by the Elevated Work Platform Association of Australia

· Any operator of an E.W.P over 11 meters to have a nationally recognised ticket of competency

Pre work checks and the condition of the E.W.P - Always perform a visual check of the E.W.P before use
· It is important to check for any signs of damage, hydraulic leaks and the condition of the safety harnesses

· Log books should always be completed prior to operation

· Check all warning devices including lights and horns

· If any faults are detected then management or the owners of the E.W.P should be immediately notified and the fault should be entered into the log book 
· Assessment of the work area should be undertaken, ground conditions should be assessed for suitability of E.W.P movement and if required- outrigger set up 


	Services – Always assess overhead conditions prior to operating an E.W.P - look around for any electrical or any other overhead services
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Never use an E.W.P in close proximity to electrical services, contact your state regulatory body for minimum safe working distances 

· The operator must be aware at all times of any services in the area
· All services must be identified prior to accessing the area 

· The operator should assess the minimum approach distances and decide if the work can proceed 
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If there is any doubt then the operator should cease work until safe work distances as outlined by the state or territory regulatory body determines whether work can proceed     

General operations

· Non necessary personnel should be kept clear of the work area 

· If required, or if there is a risk of persons walking near or under the E.W.P the work area should be barricaded to restrict entry into the drop zone

· The E.W.P should be operated at safe speeds on surfaces suitable to the type of E.W.P chosen for the task
· Fall protection should be properly fitted and connected to approved anchor point
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Ensure area is well ventilated

· All tools and equipment on the E.W.P should be properly secured to the E.W.P to prevent any items falling from the E.W.P 
· Ensure maximum working heights and weights are not exceeded (refer to manufactures guidelines)

· All guard rails/access doors shall be closed before work commences

· An approved safety harness with lanyard secured to the proper attachment bar should be worn at all times while operating the boom lift

· Report any faults, or undue wear etc. to supervisor
· Ensure all removable operating devices (keys control pads) are stored separately

· Do not attempt to use the E.W.P as a crane or lift, this may result in the E.W.P overturning
