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	CONTROL MEASURES

	Condition of the mobile scaffold - Always perform a visual check of the mobile scaffold before use
· It is important to check for any signs of damage including damaged, bent or cracked platforms supports and bracing 
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Services – Always assess overhead conditions prior to lifting a mobile scaffold - look around for any electrical or any other overhead services

· Be aware of minimum safe working distances when erecting scaffold- contact your state regulatory body for minimum safe working distances 

Operation

· Mobile scaffold must be used only on a hard level surface 
· Mobile scaffold should not be located closer than 1 m to any slab edge, penetration or other step-down, unless a fixed fence, rail or suitably high upturn is in place
· Keep scaffold loads to a minimum (including tools and other equipment) and remove all equipment when the scaffold is not in use

	Operation - continued

Do not exceed the scaffold’s working load (refer to manufacturers guidelines)

· Hard hats should be worn at all times by any person working in the immediate vicinity of the fall area

· Competent persons should only erect the scaffold

· All scaffolds should be checked daily prior to use

· Always refer to your state regulatory body guidelines as to what qualifications and competencies are needed to erect scaffolds of different heights
